The NSU Junior Sharks Baskethall Camp is dedicated to providing a fun, enthusiastic atmosphere for
young boys and girls (ages 6 to 17) interested in learning more about the game. We welcome campers
of all ability levels. We are committed to teaching skills to young players while helping to refne and ad-
vance the skills of older players. Our goal is to give each camper an opportunity to learn and develop
both basketball skills and life skills that will serve them well as they go forward on and off the playing foor.

By participating in the Junior Sharks Basketball Camp, boys and girls will have the unique op-
portunity to learn from coaches and players who have had successful collegiate careers at
both the NCAA Division | and NCAA Division Il levels. From theses coaches and players, your
sons and daughters will learn more than basketball. They will learn the importance of academ-
ics, and be encouraged to strive for success both on the playing foor and in the class rooms.

The Junior Sharks Basketball Camp is held at the spacious, 5,000-seat University Center on the
NSU campus. The state of the art facility houses; fve full playing courts, swimming pool, locker
rooms, meeting rooms, food court, fim, and media rooms where youngsters will have an opportunity
to watch flms of their own games. Lunches will not be provided at the camp. However, the food
court —located at the University Center- offers multiple eating opportunities. Should campers want to
purchase lunch, they will be encouraged to bring $10 a day. In addition, there is a random drawing
each day to provide fve campers with a free lunch for that day! The camp store, a favorite of Junior
Shark Campers, is also open throughout the day for participants to purchase snacks and drinks.

Morning emphasis will be on fundamentals and skill development, 1-on-1, 2-on-2, and 3-on-3 play, as
well as individual shooting competitions. Following the morning activities, campers will be treated to
talks from guest lecturers (former and present players and coaches), swimming, fim sessions, and of
course, 40 minute break for lunch. The afternoon emphasis will be on team play and team competition.

Because The Junior Sharks Basketball Camp is a “Day Camp” participants will be ex-
pected to arrive ready to play each day. Shorts, t-shirts, basketball shoes and socks are re-
quired. Campers wishing to participate in an afternoon session in the pool will also need
to bring both a towel and swimming attire. NOTE: It is advised that campers do not wear
NEW shoes for the camp. New shoes can cause blisters. We recommend that camp-
ers wear shoes that have been properly broken in to prevent blisters or related foot problems.

Why choose The Junior Sharks Basketball Camp over the multitude of other summer camps
available to young boys and girl? To being with, our facilities are second to none. Unlike many
camps that crowd a host of young campers into very limited space, we have ample court room
and baskets to offer young players the chance to participate without standing on top of one an-
other. We also provide individual attention and care with a staff of college players and college
coaches who will take the time to become personally involved in the development of each player.
At the conclusion of The Junior Sharks Camp, each participant will receive a skill development
maintenance program that will evaluate each player’s talents and abilities and recommend ar-
eas they need to work on to continue their progress as a player over the next 12 months. Finally,
all campers will automatically receive membership into The Junior Sharks Baskethall Club, giv-
ing them free admittance to NSU home games for the coming season. Junior Shark members
will be selected to serve as offcial “ball boys” and “ball girls” for all future NSU home games.
